Epiphany Proclamation 2012 
 

While a day like Christmas is fixed in our minds and on the 
calendars on December 25th, many of the important feasts 
of the Church year move, based upon the date that Easter 
is set.  Easter changes each year moving to the Sunday 
after the  “Paschal Full Moon,”  and  can  fall between 
March 22 and April 25. 
 
In  ancient  times before calendars were common, most 
people did not know the dates for the upcoming Liturgical 
year.  On Epiphany Sunday, the upcoming dates were 
“proclaimed” after the gospel in this way: 
 

Dear brothers and sisters, 
the glory of the Lord has shone upon us, 

and shall ever be manifest among us, 
until the day of his return. 

 
Through the rhythms of times and seasons 
let us celebrate the mysteries of salvation. 

 
Let us recall the year’s culmination, 

the Easter Triduum of the Lord: 
his last supper, his crucifixion, his burial,  

and his rising celebrated  
between the evening of the Fifth day of April 
and the evening of the Seventh day of April,   

Easter Sunday being on the Eighth day of April. 
 

Each Easter -- as on each Sunday --  
the Holy Church makes present the great and saving deed 

by which Christ has for ever conquered sin and death. 
From Easter are reckoned all the days we keep holy. 

 
Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent, 

will occur on the Twenty-Second day of February. 
 

The Ascension of the Lord will be commemorated on the  
Seventeenth day of May. 

 
Pentecost,  joyful conclusion of the season of  Easter, 
will be celebrated on the Twenty-Seventh day of May 

 
And, this year the First Sunday of Advent will be  

on the Second day of December. 
 

Likewise the pilgrim Church proclaims the passover of 
Christ 

in the feasts of the holy Mother of God, 
in the feasts of the Apostles and Saints, 

and in the commemoration of the faithful departed. 
 

To Jesus Christ, who was, who is, and who is to come, 
Lord of time and history, 

be endless praise, for ever and ever.

ALTERNATE PARKING ADVISORY 
 
 

No physical component of our new parking lot was able to commence without the approval of 
all paperwork  by respective authorities.  Those secured in due course, the mighty earth 
works, which could not escape notice over the past few weeks of Advent and Christmas, pro-
ceeded.  As a result, one might say that “Santa Claus” brought Holy Child a brand new entry-
way. 
 
Our contractor, Mr. Arthur McCarthy of Mammoth Construction Company, lost no time in  
marshalling the powerful forces that have opened up the Mosely Avenue cul-de-sac off  of 
Arden Avenue and in producing for us a brand new entryway. 
 
The new main entrance to our property will be accessed from that Mosely Avenue cul-de-
sac.  The accustomed Arden Avenue entrance is destined to be sealed in due course. 
 
Extensive operations to install necessary drainage were also undertaken.  The newly in-
stalled drainage system is designed to make the periodical appearance of “Lake May” a thing 
of the past. 
 
Much of the remainder of the work will continue during these mild winter days.  Be-
cause of this, the capacity of the parking lot will be greatly compromised  - about by 
half. 
 
Therefore, for the weekend of  SAT/SUN 14/15 JANUARY 2012, I  strongly advise you 
to either arrive at your accustomed mass well in advance to secure a parking space 
for yourself or plan on going to another nearby Catholic Church A perhaps Our Lady 
Star of the Sea, St. Joseph/St. Thomas, St. Clare or a church of your choice A and to 
avoid the frustration of very limited parking.
